Marjorie Tate McCulley 
was born one “frosty” morn in 
Chattanooga, TN.  Her major 
in organic chemistry from the 

University of Chattanooga led 
her to Huntsville and the Army 

Missile Command. During her 
30+ years as a Research Chem-
ist at Redstone Arsenal, she 

became internationally known as an expert in the field 
of solid rocket propellants.  She was one of the pioneers 
in the invention and development of solid rocket pro-

pellants, and was on the team that developed the Pa-
triot Missile. She was the first woman at Redstone to 
earn “The Science and Engineering Award” twice.  At 

36, she earned a first degree black belt in Taekwondo 
and second degree black in Jujutsu.  
 

She is a charter member of the North Alabama Chap-
ter of the American Wine Society (AWS). She married 
Jack McCulley in 2001 and today they serve as wine
